When the outdoor unit fan enters low speed rotation mode with the fan controller turned on, this Windscreen prevents reverse rotation. It is also used to protect
the fan when strong winds, such as a typhoon or wind blowing through tall buildings, strike the air outlet directly. Furthermore, installation of this product is
required when cooling operations are to be carried out in outside-air temperatures of -5°C or lower (down to -15°C).

When installing this product, pay special attention to the following:

1) Install this unit with the back surface facing the wall side to eliminate the effects of external winds.

2) This unit should not be installed in such a way that the wind blows directly at the back of the unit.

3) The installation of this product will reduce the unit's capacity by approximately 2% - 3% and increase the outdoor unit's noise level by approximately 1dB - 2dB.
4) Use this product only if there is no obstruction on either side or above the outdoor unit (discharge air will be blocked). This could result in a short cycle.

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

A 1. Install the T & B Angles using the supplied screws. C. Install the Front Panel using the included screws.

B. Install the L & R
Side using the screws
provided on the top
and bottom sides.

(OPTIONAL NOT INCLUDED, MAY BE ORDERED SEPARATELY)
E. Secure Windblockers to the side of the Windscreen
where there is direct exposure to wind if necessary.
To secure the screen, use the predrilled holes and
screws provided.

A 2. Remove the bottom screws and install the
T & B Angles, reusing the screws that were removed.

D 1. Install provided Lanyards
to cabinet chassis with the
existing screws as shown with
figure (D.2.)

D 2. Tighten the 2 screws already
installed on the Front panel.

NOTE: Windblockers are used to protect the heat exchanger from direct wind exposure. Windscreens are required for operations where the
ambient temperature is less than -5° Celsius.
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
